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Dear Wayne County Schools Career Center Families,

We received notification of one positive COVID 19 cases. While we must protect the privacy of
our staff and students we feel it is important to communicate transparently with you.

Please remember that a confirmed case with in the school does not mean your child was exposed
to COVID 19. We continue to work diligently with the Wayne County Health Department
on contact tracing. If your student is considered a direct contact, you will receive
notification from the Health Department or our school nurse. No other staff or students
had to quarantine related to this case. To protect the confidentiality of our students and staff
the Wayne County School Career Center is not allowed to give out any personal information
related to this matter.

The safety of our students and staff are most important to us and we will continue to be in close
contact with the Wayne County Health Department regarding any positive COVID 19 cases with
in the school.

We will continue to follow the appropriate COVID-related recommendations and guidelines and
the appropriate steps under the current circumstances for cleaning and disinfecting have/will be
taken. We will continue to follow all school guidelines and protocols as outlined for re-entering
this school year.
